Considering the General Agreement signed on December 12, 2024, the joint call for the bilateral project program launched on March 17, 2025 and a recent exchange of emails between the Ministry of Education, Science and Innovation (Montenegro) and CNR, both Parties have jointly decided to fund, within the framework of the future joint program, up to 8 projects. MESI will be granting €5.000 per year for each project for 2 years and CNR will be granting €5.000 per year for each project for 2 years. 

At the deadline fixed by the call, 19 proposals have been submitted to both Parties.
After the evaluation procedures carried out independently by both Parties, the projects evaluated with the best average between the MESI's  and the  CNR's evaluations were taken into consideration, taking into account also the different thematic areas.

Despite the large number of good proposals received, the Parties agreed to finance the following proposals included in a final ranking list:
