INFORMACIJA

prijedlogom sporazuma

Ambasada Sjedinjenih Americkih Drzava je ponudila donaciju EOD opreme (EOD -
Explosive Ordinance Disposal, u prevodu: uklanjanje eksplozivnih naprava) Ministarstvu
odbrane Crne Gore radi pruzanja pomoc¢i u obuci ljudstva i izgradnji kapaciteta EOD tima
Pomorskog odreda Mornarice Vojske Crne Gore (MVCG), a u svrhu protivminskog
pretraZivanja morskog dna. Takode, oprema moZe biti koriS¢ena i za potrebe hidrografskih
istrazivanja, kao podrSka Odjeljenju za hidrografiju i okeanografiju Zavoda za
hidrometeorologiju i seizmologiju Crne Gore.

Predhodno su Sjedinjene Americke Drzave, 2015. i 2017. godine (kroz isti HMA program
USEUCOM-a) donirale Ministarstvu odbrane Crne Gore opremu slicne namjene (EOD ¢amac
sa pratecom opremom) u vrijednosti od 278.423,67 USD i (, Tuff Boat“ veliki EOD ¢amac sa
prateCom opremom) u vrijednosti od 197.242,45 USD, Cija upotreba je znacajno
unaprijedila nase EOD sposobnosti.

Ovom donacijom planirano je opremanje EOD sposobnosti (Explosive Ordinance Disposal-
uklanjanje eksplozivnih naprava) dva ,Borbena diverzantska ¢amca sa automatskim
naduvavanjem (CRRC) oznake P5.8“ <¢ija vrijednost sa dodatnom opremom iznosi
72.960,96 USD.

Napominjemo da se Humanitarian Mine Action (HMA) program odnosi na pomo¢
odabranim zemljama u razvijanju nacionalnih kapaciteta za uklanjanje mina. Program
pruZza humanitarnu pomo¢ pri uklanjanju mina u zemljama sa kopnenim ili vodenim
podru¢jima koja su kontaminirana zaostalim minama koje predstavljaju potencijalnu
opasnost po Zivot i zdravlje ljudi, Zivotnu sredinu i ekonomiju.

U prilogu informacije dostavljamo saglasnost Ministarstva finansija broj 02-03-14715/1 od
28. 09. 2018. godine i saglasnost Ministarstva vanjskih poslova broj 08/9-3611-2 od
28.09.2018. godine, u odnosu na predmetni sporazum.

Clan 2

Svi komentari u vezi kompletnosti i funkcionalne ispravnosti donacije koja je predmet ovog
Sporazuma, kao i sporovi koji bi mogli nastati tokom sprovodenja istog, bice rijeSeni putem
konsultacija i direktnih pregovora medu Ucesnicima.

Clan 4

KoriS¢enje sredstava i opreme precizirane u Memorandumu (prilog): Ministarstvo odbrane
Crne Gore potvrduje da nece izvoziti, prodavati, davati na upotrebu trecoj strani niti na
neki drugi nacin otuditi predmetna sredstva i opremu, bez prethodne saglasnosti donatora.
Predmetna sredstva i oprema bice koriS¢ena samo za potrebe precizirane ovim
sporazumom o donaciji.

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AGREEMENT ON DONATION
between the
Ministry of Defense of Montenegro
and
US Embassy, Montenegro
Office of Defense Cooperation

MINISTRY OF DEFENSE OF MONTENEGRO, represented by Alma Ljuljanaj, director
general of Directorate for Material Resources of MoD

and

U.S. Embassy, Montenegro, OFFICE OF DEFENSE COOPERATION in Podgorica,
represented by Commander Philip Henry, Chief of Office of Defense Cooperation

(hereinafter referred to as: “Participants“)

desiring to promote their bilateral cooperation in training and building the capacity of the
EOD team of Montenegro Navy’s Maritime Squadron and to support the Department for
Hydrography and Oceanography of the Institute of Hydrometeorology and Seismology of
Montenegro in their hydrographic researches.

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1

This Agreement on donation refers to the transfer of defense equipment in the value of
72,960.96 USD according to the Memorandum which is attached to this Agreement.

This equipment is the property of the US Government (USG) and was purchased and
shipped by the US European Command (USEUCOM) Humanitarian Mine Action HMA
Program (hereinafter: HMA Program) for the purpose of training and improving the
capabilities of Montenegro Navy’s Maritime Squadron EOD Team to remove underwater
explosive remains of war (ERW) in contaminated areas and for hydrographic researches in
support to the Department for Hydrography and Oceanography of the Institute of
Hydrometeorology and Seismology of Montenegro.

The USG is responsible for the delivery of the donated items to the first port of debarkation
in Montenegro.

Equipment listed in the Memorandum (Attached) shall be permanently transferred to the
Montenegro Navy and its Maritime Squadron’s EOD Team.



Article 2

Ministry of Defense of Montenegro, in order to implement the provisions from Article 1 of
this Agreement, has the following obligations:

a) To provide exemption of duty - All equipment donated under this Agreement shall be
exempt from charges, customs duties, and taxes (VAT).

b) Reception of equipment - Ministry of Defense of Montenegro will ensure the transfer of
relevant items after arrival at the port of debarkation after executing the import customs
clearance procedure. Import customs clearance procedure on behalf of the Ministry of
Defense of Montenegro shall be executed by a company chosen by the Ministry of Defense
of Montenegro, which complies with the national legislation requirements.

Article 3

All comments regarding the completeness and functional correctness of the donation of
this Agreement, as well as all disputes that might arise during the implementation of this
Agreement, will be settled through consultations and direct negotiations between the
Participants.

Article 4

The usage of assets and equipment listed in the Memorandum (Attached): The Ministry of
Defense of Montenegro confirms that it will not export, sell, give use to a third party, nor
otherwise alienate the assets and equipment in question, without prior donor consent.

The assets and equipment will be used only for the purposes that are defined in this
Agreement on donation.

Article 5

This Agreement shall have no effect on any other agreement signed between the
Participants.

This Agreement enters into force upon the date of signature of both Participants.

This document is signed in Podgorica in four identical copies in the English and
Montenegrin language, of which both Participants retain two copies in English and two
copies in the Montenegrin language.
