tain ambition and accu-

mulated expectations, it
comes easy to call this past
year a historical one for Mon-
tenegrin cinema. There are
many reasons for this. Among
other things - it saw the pro-
duction of three feature films;
four young filmmakers were
selected to participate in the
prestigious Berlinale Talents;
an ever-growing number of
Montenegrin filmmakers and
professionals have been pre-
paring exciting projects. How-
ever, and without further ado,
there is one major reason for
the ambitious opening state-
ment - after many years of
efforts, and to the delight of
the entire film community,
the Film Centre of Montene-
gro has been founded at last.




Following the ongoing inspi-
ration and the best practices
from the region and Europe,
the Montenegrin film and cul-
ture sectors have achieved
one of their most important
objectives.

The Film Centre is the insti-
tution that will from now on
manage the Film Fund that is
intended to support film proj-
ects of all types and in various
stages of production, engage
in the promotion of Montene-
grin cinematography at home
and abroad, support the pro-
grams of film education and
raise the level of general film
culture, and support and co-
operate with film festivals
and other events significant
for the promotion of film. A
particular part of its duties

4

and responsibilities consists
of the promotion of Montene-
gro as an audio-visual shoot-
ing destination.

The establishment and the
activities of the Film Centre of
Montenegro was followed by
the adoption of a progressive
new Law on Cinema, which
provides also for contempo-
rary mechanisms of cinema
funding. In consequence, the
financial contribution for the
work of the Centre will part-
ly come from the national
budget, and partly from the
levies paid by organizations
that directly or indirectly ex-
ploit cinematographic works
(such as television operators,
cinemas, cable operators, in-
ternet providers and others).
The funding mechanism de-

fined in such a way make for
an autonomous Film Centre
that remains quite indepen-
dent in relation to changing
politics and policies.

The Law also provides for the
incentives for shooting on the
territory of Montenegro. The
cash rebate system stipulates
for the reimbursement of up
to 20% of funds spent on el-
igible expenses. The by-law
on the incentive measures,
based on the best models of
efficient systems for returns
on invested funds from the
region and Europe, is current-
ly in the adoption process.
Our intention is to make the
whole process of applying for
incentives and the cash re-
bate as smooth as possible
for the productions that wish

to film in Montenegro. You
would certainly feel welcome
in a country of such wonder-
ful landscapes; however, we
intend to make the necessary
effort to remove all adminis-
trative complications so that
you may best profit from the
time you spend in Montene-
gro.

This is just an institutional and
administrative framework for
the further development of
a very exciting cinema that
has already found its place
in the region and in Europe.
It should be remembered that
Montenegro is a member of
the Creative Europe MEDIA
sub-program, the European
Film Promotion, the Europe-
an Audio-visual Observatory,
while it will soon launch initia-

tives for acquiring member-
ship status in other regional
and European film initiatives,
foundations and networks. A
great number of talented au-
thors and film professionals,
the variety of film projects,
as well as the very ambiance
of Montenegro are a genuine
incitement to get to know us.
