ON THE RECOGNITION AND ENFORCEMENT OF

Article I

1 This Convention shall apply to the recogmtion
and enforcement of arbitral awards made in the ter-
ritory of a State olher than the State where the rec-
ognition and enlorcementl of such awards are sought,
and arising oul of difierences between persons, whe-

*ther physical or legal It shall also apply to arbitral
awards not considered as domestic awards 1n the
State ahere thewr recogmtion and enforcement are
sought

2 The term “arbitral awards” shall include not
only awards made by arbiirators appowmted for each
case but also those made by permanent arbitral bodies
to which the parties have submitted

3 When signing ratify.ng or acceding to thue
Convention, or notilying extension under article X
hereof, any Siate may on the basis of reciprocily
declare that i1t will apply the Convention to the recog-
nition and enforcement of awards made only in the
ternmtory of anolher Contracting State It may also
declare that 1t will apply the Convention only to dif-
