2. Cuvanje mjesta u skoli za uéenike/ce prvih razreda
Ako ste tek upisani u¢enik/ca prvog razreda srednje skole u Crnoj Gori
i ostvarili ste pravo na stipendiju da provedete prvi razred srednje skole
Nna razmjeni:
Mati¢na sSkola u Crnoj Gori sa kojom ste potpisali ugovor o
Skolovanju ima obavezu da sacuva vase mjesto dok ste na
stipendiji.
Po povratku , imate pravo da nastavite skolovanje u istoj skoli i na
istom obrazovnom profilu bez potrebe za dodatnim prijavama.

3. Plac¢anja naknada za polaganje dopunskih i diferencijalnih ispita
UcCenici koji su stipendisti medunarodnih programa oslobodeni su
placanja naknada za polaganje dopunskih i diferencijalnih ispita
prilikom povratka u mati¢ni obrazovni sistem.

1. Taking differential/supplementary exams

In line with the new amendments to the Law on Academic High
School (Gimnazija) and the Law on Vocational High School Education,
it is stipulated that a student may take supplementary/differential
exams until the end of the current school year!

2. Keeping a place in school for first-grade students

If you are a student who has just enrolled in a Montenegrin high school
and received a scholarship to go on an exchange during the first year
of high school:

- The home high school in Montenegro with which you signed an
education contract is obliged to keep your place while you are on a
scholarship.

- Upon your return, you have the right to continue your education at
the same school and in the same educational profile without the
need for additional applications.

3. Payment of fees for taking supplementary and differential exams
Students who are scholarship holders of international programs are
exempt fromm having to pay fees for taking supplementary and
differential exams when returning to their home education system.

4. Quick tips for an easier return:

- Maintain contact with your «class teacher or school
counselors/associates.

- Collect documentation from the exchange (reports, diplomas,
certificates)

- Re-engage in school activities gradually - give yourself time to
adapt.

- Share your experience! Your knowledge and new perspective can
be valuable to both the school and your peers.
