In accordance with:

- the Government’s intention to further improve
the competitiveness of the Montenegrin
economy and to execute plans and goals
defined in “Strategy for Development of
Montenegrin information society until 20207;

- the importance of the telecommunication and
ICT sectors for social and economic
development in Montenegro, contributing
directly to the quality of life and economic
growth, with higher share in the GDP (4,2 %
for 2016),

- the strategic role Telekom has played in the
past years in the telecommunication and ICT
sectors as integrated operator in Montenegro;

- Telekom  contribution in increasing
competiveness level and attraction of
Montenegro as foreign investment destination
Telekom role in the process of technology
transfer and know-how exchange between
Montenegro, Croatia, Hungary, Germany and
other countries in which the business is
performed by DT Group members, countries
that represent and belong to the group of
Montenegro’s most important economic
partners,

the Government and Telekom have decided to sign this
“Memorandum of Understanding and Cooperation thus
establishing Partnership for Digital Montenegro”
(hereinafter referred to as this “Memorandum”).

1. Investments to strengthen Montenegro’s
competitiveness

7. Telekom’s Role in Public life

The Government welcomes the active participation of
Telekom in local and national public life. As one of the
leading companies in the country, Telekom is actively
involved in all areas that are important for the
development of Montenegrin society. Over the past 10
years, over EUR 8.5 million has been invested in the
community, through various donor and sponsorship
projects. Telekom strongly supports by its sponsorships
Montenegrin sport and therefore values Montenegrin
society. Also, within its Corporate Responsibility (CR)
program, Telekom strongly supports the development of
digital society, education and culture, the inclusion of
sensitive groups, environmental protection and the work
environment, and thus significantly contributes to
sustainable development in Montenegro. Among other
things, only through the project “For Every Good”, 16
projects have been financially supported, five of which
support the development of a digital society.

8. Cooperation to Further Strengthen the
Montenegrin Business Environment

The Government invites Telekom to take an active role
in the process of preparation of draft legislation that may
have an impact on the competitiveness of Montenegro,
and with its initiatives and proposals to contribute to the
quality of law solutions and through the participation in
public consultations on draft laws on the impact of the
telecommunications sector in Montenegro, to contribute
to the adoption of the high European standards and best
practices through Montenegrin legislation.

The Parties believe that — by strongly fostering ethical
behavior in all of its business dealings, by its anti-
corruption program and by applying the best corporate
governance practices in its daily operations — Telekom
contributes to spread ethical business behavior and
corporate culture in the Country and enhancing
Montenegro’s competitiveness in the long-term.

The Parties agree that Telekom — as one of the most
important investors in Montenegro — can act as a
multiplier. Telekom hereby expresses its intention to,
when and where appropriate, introduce and promote
Montenegro internationally as an attractive place to
invest and to do business. The Parties believe that equal
treatment for all Montenegrin and foreign investors will
contribute significantly to achieve this goal.

The parties intend to establish a joint working group that
regularly evaluates the results of its partnership for
digital Montenegro and possibly determines and
evaluates specific joint projects - at least once in six
