	According to the item 21 of the published Service Contract Notice, an economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. It must in that case prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary for performance of the contract, for example by producing a commitment on the part of those entities to place those resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility -notably that of nationality – and must fulfil the same relevant selection criteria as the economic operator. 
With regard to technical and professional criteria, an economic operator may only rely on the capacities of other entities where the latter will perform the works or services for which these capacities are required. With regard to economic and financial criteria, the entities upon whose capacity the tenderer relies become jointly and severally liable for the performance of the contract.
Please also refer to the provision of item 21 – Selection criteria, which stipulates that, in the case of applications submitted by a consortium, selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole, unless specified otherwise.
