The following institutions and organizations can be
contacted for assistance and support:

Human trafficking is a crime against humanity, but also a
severe criminal offense and, as such, represents one of the
most heinous forms of human rights violations.

Human trafficking comprises all situations in which some-
one takes advantage of another person’s living conditions
and coerces this person to act in his or her interest.
Consequently, victims of human trafficking do not have
freedom of movement, freedom of choice and control over
their life. Using fraud, violence and exploitation, human
traffickers treat people as goods, while victims live under
duress and in constant fear.

IF:

- You experience or have experienced violence such as
sexual or labor exploitation, forced marriage, being forced
or offered to engage in prostitution, begging, or commit-
ting criminal acts;

« You are working under duress or under challenging
settings, and you have been misled about your living and
working circumstances;

« Your earnings are withheld entirely or largely by your
employer or another person, who may also coerce and
threaten you;

« Your passport and other personal documents were seized
by your employer, the company that booked your trip and
accommodation, or the people who transported you to
Montenegro or another country;

+ You are unable to move freely or have your movement
restricted, you are locked up or under control, you are
extorted or threatened with danger to you or your family,
and you lack the ability to interact with others, besides the
people you work for.

People in Montenegro who are in danger of becoming or
are victims of human trafficking can get the following
types of assistance:

- Safeguard and accommodation in a shelter;

— Administrative support (information in a language
you understand);

- Legal assistance (consultations, drafting of documents,
representation before the court, the Public Prosecutor and
the Constitutional Court and exemption from court costs);

- Psychological assistance (to help victims overcome the
traumatic experience);

- Social services (which may include referral to other social
structures responsible for continued education, training,
health care and employment);

— Other forms of support, including integration into the
destination country, safe return home, or reintegration.
