Clan 1

Ovaj sporazum o donaciji propisuje nacin primopredaje opreme iz oblasti odbrane,
sredstava i servisa koja ¢e sluziti za izgradnju funkcionalnih sposobnosti stranih snaga
bezbjednosti, u skladu sa odredbama Kodeksa SAD, naslov 10, odjeljak 333. U skladu sa
Memorandumom ovog Sporazuma, procijenjena vrijednost ovog 333 predmeta (oznaka
predmeta PB-B-VSO, PB-B-VSP, PB-D-QMN) iznosi 4,482,614 $.

Ministarstvo rata Sjedinjenih Ameri¢kih Drzava, preko svog ovladéenog predstavnika,
prenosi prava, vlasnistvo i obaveze za sredstva i servise iz oblasti odbrane, koji su navedeni
u prilozenom memorandumu, na Ministarstvo odbrane Vlade Crne Gore (u daljem tekstu
,Vlada primalac"), a u skladu sa relevantnim sporazumima.

Ministarstvo odbrane Vlade primaoca, koje zastupa potpukovnik Radovan Kosti¢, vrsilac
duznosti direktora Direktorata za logistiku, ovim prihvata od predstavnika Ministarstva rata
Sjedinjenih Ameri¢kih Drzava sredstva i servise iz oblasti odbrane, koji su navedeni u
prilozenom memorandumul.

Nakon prijema, Ministarstvo odbrane Vlade primaoca, ¢e imati pravo da koristi sredstava i
servise iz oblasti odbrane, u skladu sa ostalim relevantnim sporazumima i razmijenjenim
notama broj 16/2007, od 04.05.2007. godine i dodatnom diplomatskom notom broj 146-17,
od 16.05.2017. godine, na osnovu kojih je Vlada primaoca prihvatila obaveze u vezi
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upotrebe, raspolaganja i bezbjednosti sredstava i servisa iz oblasti odbrane, navedenih u
priloZzenom memorandumu.

Vlada Sjedinjenih Ameri¢kih DrZzava ne preuzima nikakvu odgovornost za gubitak, $tetu ili
ostecenja bilo koje vrste prilikom upotrebe ili za potpuni gubitak odbrambenih sredstava i
usluga navedenih u Memorandumu.

Clan 2

Ministarstvo odbrane Crne Gore ¢e, u cilju sprovodenja odredbi iz Clana 1 ovog sporazuma,
izvrsiti:

a) Oslobadanje troskova carine — Cjelokupna oprema, koja je predmet donacije, bi¢e
oslobodena placanja uvoznih tro$kova, carina i poreza (PDV) buduéi da Vlada
Sjedinjenih DrZzava ne prihvata odgovornost za pla¢anje carina, uvoznih poreza i
sliénih dazbina, priznajuci nacelo da suvjerene vlade ne namedéu takve troskove i
zahtjeve suvjerenim drZzavama partnerima.

b) Prijem opreme — Ministarstvo odbrane Crne Gore ¢e organizovati preuzimanje
navedenih sredstava po dolasku u luku iskrcaja. Postupak uvoznog carinjenja, uime
Ministarstva odbrane, vrSiée preduzede, ovla§éeno od strane Ministarstva odbrane
Crne Gore, u skladu sa postupkom javne nabavke male vrijednosti. Oprema
navedena u Memorandumu (u prilogu), bie trajno ustupliena Vojsci Crne Gore.

Clan 3

Sve primjedbe u vezi vjerodostojnosti i funkcionalne ispravnosti donacije, koja je predmet
ovog sporazuma, kKao i svi sporovi Koji bi mogli nastati tokom njegove implementacije,
rieSavace se konsultacijama i neposrednim pregovorima izmedu Potpisnica.

AGREEMENT ON DONATION
between the
Ministry of Defense of Montenegro
and
US Embassy, Montenegro

MINISTRY OF DEFENSE OF MONTENEGRO, represented by LTC Radovan Kosti¢, Acting
General Director of Directorate for Logistics

and

U.S. Embassy, Montenegro, Military Group in Podgorica, represented by Commander
Joseph Ballard, Chief of U.S. Military Group

(hereinafter jointly referred to as: “Participants®)

desiring to promote their bilateral cooperation in training and building the land forces
capacity of the Armed Forces of Montenegro

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1

This Agreement on donation stipulates the transfer of defense equipment, articles and
services that are being furnished to build the capacity of foreign security forces per the
functional capabilities listed in 10 USC Section 333. The estimated value of these 333 cases
(PB-B-VSO, PB-B-VSP,PB-D-QMN) TOTAL $4,482,614 USD in accordance with the
Memorandum to this Agreement.

The United States Department of War, through its duly authorized representative, transfers
rights, title and obligations for the defense articles and services described in the attached
memorandum, to the Ministry of Defence of the Government of Montenegro (hereinafter
referred to as the Receiving Government) in accordance with relevant agreements.

The Ministry of Defense of the Receiving Government, represented by LTC Radovan Kosti¢,
Acting General Director of Directorate for Logistics, hereby accepts from the United States
Department of Defense representative the defense articles and services described in the
attached Memorandum.

Following receipt, the Ministry of Defense of the Receiving Government will have rights to
use the defense articles and services consistent with other relevant agreements and the
Exchange of Notes referred to as No. 16/2007, May 4, 2007, and additional diplomatic note
No. 146-17, May 16, 2017, on the basis of which the Receiving Government has accepted
the obligations regarding use, disposition, and security of the defense articles and services
described in the attached Memorandum.
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The United States Government assumes no liability for loss, damage, or injury of any kind
in connection with use or loss of the defense articles and services listed in the Memorandum.

Article 2

Ministry of Defense of Montenegro, in order to implement the provisions from Article 1 of this
Agreement, has the following obligations:

a) Exemption of duty — All equipment donated under this Agreement shall be exempt
from charges, customs duties, and taxes (VAT) as the United States Government
accepts no responsibility for payment of customs duties, import taxes, and similar
charges, recognizing the principle that sovereign governments do not impose such
costs and requirements on sovereign counterparts.

b) Reception of equipment — Ministry of Defense of Montenegro will ensure the transfer
of relevant items after arrival at the port of debarkation. Import customs clearance
procedure on behalf of the Ministry of Defense shall be executed by a company
authorized by the Ministry of Defense of Montenegro, in accordance with the public
procurement procedure of low value. Equipment listed in the Memorandum
(attached) shall be permanently transferred to the Montenegrin Armed Forces.

Article 3

All comments regarding the completeness and functional correctness of the donation of this
Agreement, as well as all disputes that might arise during the implementation of this
Agreement, will be settled through consultations and direct negotiations between the
Participants.

Article 4
This Agreement shall have no effect on any other agreement signed between the
Participants.
This Agreement enters into force upon the date of signature of both Participants.
