REGULATION 
ON THE CONTENT OF MECHANICALLY READABLE TRAVEL DOCUMENTS 

(“Official Journal of Montenegro”, no. 41/08 of 04.07.2008.)

Article 1

This Regulation shall define the data to be contained by mechanically readable records, which shall be entered in the form of the passport, diplomatic passport (hereinafter: travel documents).
The data referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be defined based on recommendations of ICAO Doc 9303.
Article 2
The data of mechanically readable records shall be entered in travel documents in two lines. 
Every line referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall have 44 signs. 

Article 3
The following data shall be entered in the first line:
· code of the type of document “P” for passport, “PD” for diplomatic passport, “PS” for business passports – two signs (1-2);
· code of the country which issued the document “MNE” – three signs (3-5);
· last name and the first name – 30 signs (6-44).

If the last name consists of many words, the words shall be divided by a filter sign (<), and the last name shall be separated from the first name with two filer signs (<<).
If the name consists of many words, the words shall be separated by one filter sign (<), and the last name shall be separated from the name with two filter signs (<<).

The last name and the first name shall be entered into mechanically readable record by Latin script and in English alphabet. 
In the case referred to in paragraph 4 of this Article, the letters of Latin script shall be entered as it follows: Đ as D, Ž as Z, Ć as C, Č as C and Š as S. 
After entering the last name and the first name, filter signs shall be entered until the end of the line. 
Article 4

The following data shall be entered in the second line:
· number of the travel document – nine signs (1-9);
· control number of the travel document – one sign (10);
· code for the citizenship – “MNE” – three signs (11-13);
· date of birth (year, month, day – yymmdd) – six signs (14-19);
· control number for the date of birth – one sign (20);
· gender of the citizen “F” (for women) or “M” (for men) – one sign (21);
· validity of the travel document (year, month, day – yymmdd) – six signs (22-27);
· control number for the validity of the travel document – one sign (28);
· personal identification number – 13 signs (29-41);
· filter sign (<) – one sign (42);

· control number for the personal identification number – one sign (43);
· control number – one sign (44).
Article 5

The control number shall be counted according to module 10 by using sequence 731 with repeating the sequence (731731). The data for which the control number is calculated shall be translated into numeric value according to the following scheme:

The control number shall be the result of dividing the sum of the product by 10. 
Numeric values of the data referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article shall be entered from the left to the right of every sign and shall be multiplied by the sequence which is entered from the left to the right. 
Article 6

This Regulation shall come into effect on the eight day from the date of its publishing in the “Official Journal of Montenegro”, and shall start being enforced on the date when the Law on Travel Documents start being enforced.

REGULATION 

ON THE METHOD AND REQUIREMENTS FOR TAKING PHOTOGRAPHS, FINGER PRINTS AND SIGNATURE UNDER THE PROCEDURE OF ISSUING TRAVEL DOCUMENTS

(“Official Journal of Montenegro”, no. 41/08 of 04.07.2008.)

Article 1

This Regulation shall define the method and requirements for taking photographs, finger prints and signature in digital form and in the procedure of issuing travel documents. 
Article 2

Taking photographs shall be executed by digital colour camera.
The photographs referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article should meet the following requirements:
· 32 x 41 mm size;
· the head shall be in the centre of the photograph and shall cover 2/3 of the photograph;
· it shall present the person with neutral face expression and closed mouth;
· the face shall be turned directly to the camera;
· eyes shall be open and clearly visible;
· eyes, nose and mouth must not be covered by hair;
· eyes shall be clearly and precisely recognized;
· reflection on the glasses, colour glasses or sun glasses shall not be allowed;
· the edge of glasses or the frame must not cover eyes;

· other faces or objects must not be seen on the photograph.
Applicants for travel documents, who wear caps or scarves as a part of national clothing, or clothes, due to their nationality, religion or tradition, must be photographed in a way tat his/her face on the photograph is visible from the bottom edge of chin to the forehead. 
Article 3

Finger prints shall be taken by optic scanner and shall assume taking finger prints of the left and the right forefinger. If the person does not have forefinger, prints will e taken of the next fingers in the following order: middle finger, ring finger and thumb. 
Officers shall enter into the request for the issuing of travel documents the information which fingers were used for taking finger prints. 
If the person referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article is younger than six, a parent shall identified by finger print at taking of the travel document. 
Article 4

Exceptionally from Article 3 of this Regulation, if taking finger prints by optic scanner is not possible for any reason, or if finger prints taken in such a way cannot be used for biometric processing, the finger prints shall be taken by manual print on the card. 
The finger print taken in the way referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be scanned. 
Officer shall enter into the application for travel documents information that the finger print was taken on the card. 
Article 5

If a person does not have fingers, or younger than six, the code “NA” (Not Available) shall be entered into the application for travel documents. 
Article 6

Taking of the signature of citizens shall be done on electronic signature pad. 
The signature must be readable, in written or printed letters and true to the original. 

If a person is illiterate, or taking signature is not possible for some other reason, the code “XXX” shall be entered into the travel document form. 
The information referred to in paragraph 3 of this Article shall be entered into the application for travel documents and records, as well as the information that the signature was written with right or left hand. 

Exceptionally from paragraph 1 of this Article, digital signature shall not be taken from persons younger than 10. 

Article 7

In the procedure based on the application for travel documents, the photograph shall not be taken if the photograph was taken from the same person in the last six months for issuing identity card, passport or driver’s licence, and if the photograph meets the requirements referred to in Article 2 of this Regulation. 
Fingers prints shall not be taken if the finger prints were already taken from the same person for issuing identity card, passport or driver’s licence, and if the identity of the citizens was verified based on those finger prints. 

The signature shall not be taken of the signature was already taken from the same person for issuing identity card, passport or driver’s licence, and if the signature meets the requirements referred to in Article 6 of this Regulation. 

Article 8
This Regulation shall come into force on the date of its publishing in the “Official Journal of Montenegro” and shall be enforced on the date when the enforcement of the Law on Travel Documents start.
