1.  Basic act and/or Financing source

Financing Agreement concerning the Operational Programme "Human Resources Development 2012-2013" under the Instrument for the Pre-Accession Assistance (IPA)
2. Objectives of the programme, priorities for the period 2012-2013 and expected results
To promote sustainable human resources development by modernising and developing the educational, training and research systems in Montenegro, in accordance with EU policies and standards, with particular focus on youth employability.

This overall objective can be split into three main specific objectives for the Programme – based on the Priorities as defined by the authorities responsible for the programming as follows:

· Enhanced effectiveness of active employment policy measures aiming to improve access to employment and retaining employment;
· Improve the education and research system with the aim to achieve its better connection with the economy;

· Enhancing the access to the labour market for disadvantaged groups by increasing employability. 

3. Eligibility conditions
Measure 1.1 –Active labour measure for employability; 
Activities which will be eligible for finance under this measure are related to development and implement projects that will increase and improve the capacities and employability of the target groups in particular young, woman and long-term unemployed, to develop specialized labor market services according to the needs of certain disadvantaged groups. 

Potential grant beneficiaries are: Employers; Licensed training providers; Non-governmental organisations/associations; Municipalities; Chamber of Commerce (national and regional offices); Social partners; Employment Agency of Montenegro (EAM) and its local branch offices.
Measure 2.2 -Transfer of knowledge between sectors of higher education, research and industry; 
The action must involve cooperation between research and economy sectors in order to be eligible. Types of actions which may be financed under this call must be related to market oriented research and innovation, improvement and/or innovation of the existing technological processes, products and/or services, design and dissemination of innovative forms of work organisation, increasing capacities in technological development and innovation, transfer of knowledge and innovation skills from academic sector to enterprises and vice versa.
Potential grant beneficiaries are: Higher Education Institutions; Scientific research institutions; Centre of Excellence / Science and Technology Park; Social partners; Companies; NGOs.
Measure 3.1- Implementation of trainings and employment projects for persons with disabilities and RE population; 
The activities which will be financed under this measure will support the projects related to the implementation of trainings and employment projects for persons with disabilities and RE population, development of new inter-institutional models and inter-sectoral business solutions for work with disadvantaged groups, preparation and implementation of literacy projects for RE population as well as implement trainings and employment projects for the persons with disabilities and RE population in order to acquire certified qualifications in demand in the labour market.
Potential grant beneficiaries are: NGO dealing with RE population; NGO dealing with rights of persons with disabilities; Employers; Licensed training providers; Municipalities; Local branch offices of the Employment Agency of Montenegro and Social Work Centres.
4. Selection and award criteria

The evaluation will be carried out in accordance with the procedures set out in the Practical Guide.
5. Maximum rate of European Union financing

EU funding 85% of the total eligible costs
