Articles 4 and 5 of the Agreement on Cooperation in the Field of Defence between the
Government of the Republic of Serbia and the Government of the Republic of

Article 5, and in connection with Article 3 of the Agreement between the Government of
the Republic of Serbia and the Government of the Republic of Slovenia on cooperation in
the field of defence, signed in Ljubljana, on 8th April 2009,

Articles 4 and 5 of the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Serbia and
the Government of the Republic of Hungary on cooperation in the field of defence,
signed in Belgrade, on 22nd March 2010, and

Articles 4 and 5 of the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Serbia and
the Government of the Italian Republic on cooperation in the field of defence, signed in
Belgrade, on 16th December 2013,

Articles 2 and 3 Agreement on military cooperation between the Council of Ministers of
Serbia and Montenegro and (he Government of the Republic of Austria, represented by
the Federal Minister of Defence, si gned in Belgrade on 28th March 2006 and

Articles 5 and 6 of the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Serbia and
the Government of the Republic of Belarus on cooperation in the field of defence. signed
i Minsk, on 10th November 20 14, hereinafter referred as “the Agreements”,

Considering the provisions of the Agreement among the States Parties to the North
\tlantic Treaty and the other States participating in the Partnership for Peace regarding
the Status of their Forces. (hereinafter referred to as: “Pfp SOFA”),

Noting that this Technical Arrangement is not intended or construed in such a manner as
10 create any rights or obligations under international law that do not already exist:

Having in mind the need for professional advancement of units and individuals in
climinating the consequences of terrorist acts, Wweapons of mass destruction and
accidents,

Have agreed as follows:



ARTICLE 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS .

I.1. The exercise Balkan Response 2018 (hereinafter referred to as “the Exercise™): a
rescue action in the conditions of contamination resulting from the acts of terroriem using
weapons of mass destruction and accidents, is to take place in KruSevac, the Republic of
Serbia, in the period between 20th and 26th May 2018.

1.2, Host Nation (HN). For the purposes of this Technical Arrangement (TA): the country
that receives and hosts the forces of Sending Nations (SNs) within its borders will be the
Republic of Serbia.

1.3, Sending Nations (SNs): Those countries that deploy their forces to the territory of the
HN in support of or to participate in the Exercise,

I.4. The purpose of this TA is to set forth the responsibilities and general principles
pertaining to the Exercise. This TA also outlines the standards, type, level and methods of
support to be provided by the HN for the SNs during the Exercise.

L.5. Unless specified otherwise in this TA, the provisions defined hereinafter shall apply
from the date of entry of the initial components of the SNs in the HN territory and shall
remain in force until the final components leave the territory of the HN,

I.4. The utilization of the HN facilities and the conduct of the training activities shall
accord with the established security rules and regulations in compliance with the legal
codes and the applicable rules of the respective armed forces,

L5. English will be the common working language during the Exercise.

ARTICLE 2
RESPONSIBILITIES

2.1.In the framework of this TA, the HN shall:

2.1.1. In accordance with the Exercise and the related plans, take all necessary measures
to facilitate:

2.1.1.1. the reception of the SNs personnel at the designated point of entry to the
HN territory,

2.1.1.2. their further transfer to the designated Exercise Area,

2.1.1.3. the conduct of the Exercise, and

2.1.1.4. the return of the SNs personnel from the designated point of departure;

2.1.2. Take all necessary measures to ensure adequate accommodation and security of the
personnel, vehicles an equipment of the SNis when they are not in use for the purpose of
the execution of the exercie:

2.1. 3. Provide assistance to the SNs related to the customs procedures required for the
Exercise;



2.1.4. Ensure, if possible, that the services to be rendered to the SN should be of the
same standard as those rendered to jts own military personnel of comparable ranks or
classifications, unless agreed otherwise betwcenfamong the Participants;

2.1.5. Deliver a briefing on the training and security procedures in force in the HN related
o the activities to be carried oyt during the Exercige;

2.1.6. Introduce the SNs personnel into the environmental regulations in place in the
Exercise Area prior to the beginning of the Exercise.

2.2. In the framework of this TA, the SNs shall:

2.2.1. Conduct the Exercise in compliance with the arrangements reached at the
preparatory conferences in accordance with their capacities;

2.2.2. Use all items provided by the HN for temporary use with care, and after the

completion of the Exercise, return them to the HN military authorities in the same
condition in which they were received:

2.2.3. Comply with all the customs formalities and procedures of the HN;

2.2.4. Follow the environmental regulations and procedures of the HN related to the
Exercise;

2.2.5. Obey the training and security regulations of the HN applicable to the Exercise
activities;

2

2.2.6. Follow the detailed procedures specified in the Exercise plans and instructions.

2.2.7. Autonomously provide fuel, lubricants and Spare parts necessary for its own needs
during the execution of the Exercise, on commercial basis,

ARTICLE 3
SECURITY

3.1 Security during the Exercise for all the personnel participating therein shall be the
HN responsibility.

3.2. The HN shall provide ajj required security measures to protect the personnel during
the execution of the Exercise in jis territory,

3.3. All classified information ¢xchanged or generated in connection with this TA shall
¢ transferred, stored, used and protected in accordance with the national security
‘egislation of the states of the Parties to this TA.

3.4. The Parties shall ensure that the access to the classified information is limited to
those personnel having appropriate security clearance and based on the need-to-know
principle.



ARTICLE 4
LOGISTIC SUPPORT

4.1. The HN will make arrangements for the SNs personnel to have free accommodation
at the CBRN Personnel Training Centre in Krufevac. If any of SNs wish to
accommodate its personnel in preferred hotels, these SNs will cover their costs
themselves.

4.2. The HN will provide meals (breakfast, lunch and dinner) and drinking water for the
SNs personnel free of charge. SNs which decide to accommodate their personnel in
chosen hotels shall cover the costs of accommodation and bottled water themselves.

4.3. If not specified otherwise, the types of the meals to be provided by the HN for the
SNs personnel will be of the same standards applicable to its own personnel in military
facilities.

44. In case of accidents/ incidents, all the expenses arisen by the repatriation of the
remains will be SN’s responsibility.

ARTICLE 5
MEDICAL SUPPORT

2.1. The SNs shall ensure that the the SNs personnel are medically and dentally fit prior
to participating in the Exercise.

5.2. The HN shall provide emergency medical services during the Exercise. The
emergency medical care shall include:

5.2.1. a first aid station inside the Exercise Area with an on-site medical team
available for the duration of the Exercise,

5.2.2. an ambulance with a driver specifically designated for this purpose.

5.3. The medical care station will have the capacity for providing on-call medical
interventions on a daily basis and first aid,

5.4. Medical evacuation to the neares hospital is the HN's responsibility. If a SN wishes
t0 cvacuate its personnel to its own country or to a third country, such evacuation shall be
its own responsibility.

5.5. The issues of Medical services between HN and SN exceeding first aid. will be

resolved on the basis of bilateral agreements which the HN has concluded with each
respective SN separately.

ARTICLE 6
TRANSPORTATION

The HN will provide to the SN personnel military police escort from the point of entry to
the HIN country to the locations of their accommodation, the Exercise Area and vice versa
to the point of departure from the country.



ARTICLE 7
LEGAL CONSIDERATIONS

7.1. During the Exercise, all personnel of the SN shall comply with the provisions of the
agreements in force between the states of the Parties, and the laws, procedures and
customs regulations of the HN, and shall refrain from activities that are not in accordance
with the goals and objectives of the Exercise.

7.2, If the HN authorities detain any member of the personnel, the relevant Senior
National Official or Military Representative of the SN in the territory of the HN shall be
immediately informed thereon.

7.3. The disciplinary, criminal and material Jurisdiction shall be regulated in accordance
with the provisions of PfP SOFA.

7.4 Status of persons and goads during the execution of the Exercise will be regulated in
accordance with the provisions of Pfp SOFA.

ARTICLE 8
OTHER ISSUES

8.1. To the issues not covered by this TA that may arise between the HN and a particular
SN, the Agreements shal] apply.

8.2. This TA enters into force on the date of the last signature by the contracting
Participants, and shall apply until the last member of the SN leaves the HN territory.
