I. Overview

Background

· The De-Militarized Zone (DMZ) is a painful reminder of Korea’s divided history, which was established under the provision of the Armistice Agreement of the Korean War on July 23, 1953. The DMZ plays a role of a buffer zone preventing any means of provocative actions between South and North Korea.

· Although the DMZ was almost completely destroyed during the Korean War, its ecosystem has steadily revived from the ashes. It has become the land of life and peace which embraces a habitat of endangered wild animals and plants without human disruption. 

· The DMZ Film Camp will provide an opportunity for participants to share their ideas on peace and environment and to make a short film of 5-10 minute length by themselves on these themes. The final product will be shown during the Korean International DMZ Documentary Festival, which is to be held in Paju City, Korea, from September 22-26, 2011. 

· The DMZ Documentary Festival is an annual festival for documentary films on peace and reconciliation presented jointly by Gyeonggi Province and Paju City Governments since 2009. The DMZ Camp participants are welcome to work as volunteers for the Festival. For more information on the Festival, please refer to  www.dmzdocs.com.
