	In the section "Professional capacity", criterion 3 (technical standards) the following is stated: "the candidate has the professional certificate appropriate to this contract: MEST ISO/IEC 27001." Please confirm that an ISO/IEC 27001 certificate issued in another country is also acceptable.

	A1
	The criterion 3) technical standards under the professional capacity criteria of the Selection and award criteria reads that the candidate has to have:
· the professional certificate appropriate to this contract, such as I MEST ISO/IEC 27001,

As the standard is internationally harmonized, equivalent certificates issued by appropriately accredited bodies in other countries are acceptable. Therefore, equivalent certificates to MEST ISO/IEC 27001 issued by other counties are acceptable.

	Regarding the below requirement, should the interested company provide a proof of evidence? The candidate’s or tenderer’s average annual turnover of the last 3 financial years for which the accounts have been closed must be not less than 750.000 EUR. All other required document should be translated in English, or may we provide proofs of evidences also in our own language?

	“Supporting documents furnished by the tenderer may be in another official language of the EU. For the purposes of interpreting the tender, the language of the procedure has precedence.” Additionally: “Where the documentary evidence submitted is in an official language of the European Union other than the one of the procedure, it is strongly recommended to provide a translation into the language of the procedure, in order to facilitate the evaluation of the documents”
However, please note that proof of evidence is not required at this stage of the procedure, as per section 2.4.2.3 of PRAG.
