Clan 1
Potvrduje se Sporazum o pravnom poloZaju Organizacije Sjevernoatlantskog
ugovora, nacionalnih predstavnika i medunarodnog osoblja, safinjen u Otavi 20.
septembra 1951. godine, u originalu na francuskom i engleskom jeziku.

Clan 2
Tekst Sporazuma iz €lana 1 ovog zakona, u originalu na engleskom jeziku i u
prevodu na crnogorski jezik, glasi:

AGREEMENT

ON THE STATUS OF THE NORTH ATLANTIC TREATY ORGANIZATION, NATIONAL
REPRESENTATIVES AND INTERNATIONAL STAFF

The States signatory to the present Agreement,

Considering that for the exercise of their functions and the fulfilment of their
purposes it is necessary that the North Atlantic Treaty Organization, its international staff
and the representatives of Member States attending meetings thereof should have the
status set out hereunder,

Have agreed as follows:

PART I. - GENERAL
Article 1

In the present Agreement,

(a) “the Organization” means the North Atlantic Treaty Organization
consisting of the Council and its subsidiary bodies;

(b) “the Council” means the Council established under Article IX of the North
Atlantic Treaty and the Council Deputies;



(¢) “subsidiary bodies” means any organ, committee or service established by
the Council or under its authority, except those to which, in accordance
with Article I1, this Agreement does not apply;

(d) “Chairman of the Council Deputies” includes, in his absence, the Vice-
Chairman acting for him.

Article 2

The present Agreement shall not apply to any military headquarters established in
pursuance of the North Atlantic Treaty nor, unless the Council decides otherwise, to any
other military bodies.

Article 3

The Organization and Member States shall co-operate at all times to facilitate the
proper administration of justice, secure the observance of police regulations and prevent
the occurrence of any abuse in connection with the immunities and privileges set out in the
present Agreement. If any Member State considers that there has been an abuse of any
immunity or privilege conferred by this Agreement, consultations shall be held between
that State and the Organization, or between the States concerned, to determine whether
any such abuse has occurred, and, if so, to attempt to ensure hat no repetition occurs.
Notwithstanding the foregoing or any other provisions of this Agreement, a Member State
which considers that any person has abused his privilege of residence or any other
privilege or immunity granted to him under this Agreement may require him to leave its
territory.

PART II. - THE ORGANIZATION
Article 4

The Organization shall possess juridical personality; it shall have the capacity to
conclude contracts, to acquire and dispose of movable and immovable property and to
institute legal proceedings.

Article 5

The Organization, its property and assets, wheresoever located and by whomsoever
held, shall enjoy immunity from every form of legal process except in so far as in any
particular case the Chairman of the Council Deputies, acting on behalf of the Organization,
may expressly authorize the waiver of this immunity. It is however, understood that no
waiver of immunity shall extend to any measure of execution or detention of property.



Article 6

The premises of the Organization shall be inviolable. Its property and assets,
wheresoever located and by whomsoever held, shall be immune from search, requisition,
confiscation, expropriation or any other form of interference.

Article 7

The archives of the Organization and all documents belonging to it or held by it shall
be inviolable, wherever located.

Article 8

1. Without being restricted by financial controls, regulations or moratoria of any

kind,

(a) the Organization may hold currency of any kind and operate accounts in

any currency;

(b) the Organization may freely transfer its funds from one country to

another or within any country and convert any currency held by it into
any other currency at the most favourable official rate of exchange for a
sale or purchase as the case may be.

2. In exercising its rights under paragraph 1 above, the Organization shall pay due
regard to any representations made by any Member State and shall give effect to such
representations in so far as it is practicable to do so.

Article 9

The Organization, its assets, income and other property shall be exempt:

(a) from all direct taxes; the Organization will not, however, claim exemption

(b)

from rates, taxes or dues which are no more than charges for public
utility services;

from all customs duties and quantitative restrictions on imports and
exports in respect of articles imported or exported by the Organization
for its official use; articles imported under such exemption shall not be
disposed of, by way either of sale or gift, in the country into which they
are imported except under conditions approved by the Government of
that country;

(c) from all customs duties and quantitative restrictions on imports and

exports in respect of its publications.



Article 10

While the Organization will not as a general rule claim exemption from excise duties
and from taxes on the sale of movable and immovable property which form part of the
price to be paid, nevertheless, when the Organization is making important purchases for
official use of property on which such duties and taxes have been charged or are
chargeable, Member States will whenever possible make the appropriate administrative
arrangements for the remission or return of the amount of duty or tax.

Article 11

1. No censorship shall be applied to the official correspondence and other official
communications of the Organization.

2. The Organization shall have the right to use codes and to despatch and receive
correspondence by courier or in sealed bags, which shall have the same immunities and
privileges as diplomatic couriers and bags.

3. Nothing in this Article shall be construed to preclude the adoption of appropriate
security precautions to be determined by agreement between a Member State and the
Council acting on behalf of the Organization.

PART III. - REPRESENTATIVES OF MEMBER STATES
Article 12

Every person designated by a Member State as its principal permanent
representative to the Organization in the territory of another Member State, and such
members of his official staff resident in that territory as may be agreed between the State
which has designated them and the Organization and between the Organization and the
State in which they will be resident, shall enjoy the immunities and privileges accorded to
diplomatic representatives and their official staff of comparable rank.

Article 13
1. Any representative of a Member State to the Council or any of its subsidiary
bodies who is not covered by Article XII shall, while present in the territory of another

Member State for the discharge of his duties, enjoy the following privileges and immunities:

(a) the same immunity from personal arrest or detention as that accorded to
diplomatic personnel of comparable rank;

(b) in respect of words spoken or written and of acts done by him in his
official capacity, immunity from legal process;

(c) inviolability for all papers and documents;

(d) the right to use codes and to receive and send papers or correspondence
by courier or in sealed bags;



(e) the same exemption in respect of himself and his spouse from
immigration restrictions, aliens registration and national service
obligations as that accorded to diplomatic personnel of comparable rank;

(f) the same facilities in respect of currency or exchange restrictions as are
accorded to diplomatic personnel of comparable rank;

(g) the same immunities and facilities in respect of his personal baggage as
are accorded to diplomatic personnel of comparable rank;

(h) the right to import free of duty his furniture and effects at the time of first
arrival to take up his post in the country in question, and, on the
termination of his functions in that country, to re-export such furniture
and effects free of duty, subject in either case to such conditions as the
Government of the country in which the right is being exercised may
deem necessary;

(i) the right to import temporarily free of duty his private motor vehicle for
his own personal use and subsequently to re-export such vehicle free or
duty, subject in either case to such conditions as the Government of the
country concerned may deem necessary.

2. Where the Legal incidence of any form of taxation depends upon residence, a
period during which a representative to whom this Article applies is present in the
territory of another Member State for the discharge of his duties shall not be considered as
a period of residence. In particular, he shall he exempt from taxation on his official salary
and emoluments during such periods of duty.

3. In this Article 'representative’ shall be deemed to include all representatives,
advisers and technical experts of delegations. Each Member State shall communicate to the
other Member States concerned, if they so request, the names of its representatives to
whom this Article applies and the probable duration of their stay in the territories of such
other Member States.

Article 14

Official clerical staff accompanying a representative of a Member State who are not
covered by Articles XII or XIII shall, while present in the territory of another Member State
for the discharge of their duties, be accorded the privileges and immunities set out in
paragraph 1 b, c, e, f, h. and i., and paragraph 2 of Article XIII

Article 15

Privileges and immunities are accorded to the representatives of Member States and
their staffs not for the personal benefit of the individuals themselves, but in order to
safeguard the independent exercise of their functions in connection with the North Atlantic
Treaty. Consequently, a Member State not only has the right but is under a duty to waive
the immunity of its representatives and members of their staffs in any case where, in its



opinion, the immunity would impede the course of justice and can be waived without
prejudice to the purposes for which the immunity is accorded.

Article 16

The provisions of Articles XII to XIV above shall not require any State to grant any of
the privileges or immunities referred to therein to any person who is its national or to any
person as its representative or as a member of the staff of such representative.

Part IV. - INTERNATIONAL STAFF AND EXPERTS ON MISSIONS FOR THE
ORGANIZATION

Article 17

The categories of officials of the Organization to which Articles XVIII to XX apply
shall be agreed between the Chairman of the Council Deputies and each of the Member
States concerned. The Chairman of the Council Deputies shall communicate to the Member
States the names of the officials included in these categories.

Article 18
Officials of the Organization agreed upon under Article XVII shall:

(a) be immune from legal process in respect of words spoken or written and
of acts done by them in their official capacity and within the limits of
their authority;

(b) be granted, together with their spouses and members of their immediate
families residing with and dependent on them, the same immunities from
immigration restrictions and aliens' registration as is accorded to
diplomatic personnel of comparable rank;

(c) be accorded the same facilities in respect of currency or exchange
restrictions as are accorded to diplomatic personnel of comparable rank;

(d) be given, together with their spouses and members of their immediate
families residing with and dependent on them, the same repatriation
facilities in time of international crisis as are accorded to diplomatic
personnel of comparable rank;

(e) have the right to import free of duty their furniture and effects at the time
of first arrival to take up their post in the country in question, and, on the
termination of their functions in that country, to re-export such furniture
and effects free of duty, subject in either case to such conditions as the
Government of the country in which the right is being exercised may
deem necessary;



(f) have the right to import temporarily free of duty their private motor
vehicles for their own personal use and subsequently to re-export such
vehicles free of duty, subject in either case to such conditions as the
Government of the country concerned may deem necessary.

Article 19

Officials of the Organization agreed under Article XVII shall be exempt from taxation
on the salaries and emoluments paid to them by the Organization in their capacity as such
officials. Any Member State may, however, conclude an arrangement with the Council
acting on behalf of the Organization whereby such Member State will employ and assign to
the Organization all of its nationals (except, if such Member State so desires, any not
ordinarily resident within its territory) who are to serve on the international staff of the
Organization and pay the salaries and emoluments of such persons from its own funds at a
scale fixed by it. The salaries and emoluments so paid may be taxed by such Member State
but shall be exempt from taxation by any other Member State. If such an arrangement is
entered into by any Member State and is subsequently modified or terminated, Member
States shall no longer be bound under the first sentence of this Article to exempt from
taxation the salaries and emoluments paid to their nationals.

In addition to the immunities and privileges specified in Articles XVIII and XIX, the
Executive Secretary of the Organization, the Co-ordinator of North Atlantic Defence
Production, and such other permanent officials of similar rank as may be agreed between
the Chairman of the Council Deputies and the Governments of Member States, shall be
accorded the privileges and immunities normally accorded to diplomatic personnel of
comparable rank.

Article 20

In addition to the immunities and privileges specified in Articles XVIII and XIX, the
Executive Secretary of the Organisation, the Coordinator of North Atlantic Defence
Production, and such other permanent officials of similar rank as may be agreed between
the Chairman of the Council Deputies and theGovernments of Member States, shall be
accorded the privileges and immunities normally accorded to diplomatic personnel of
comparable rank.

Article 21

1. Experts (other than officials coming within the scope of Articles XVIII to XX)
employed on missions on behalf of the Organization shall be accorded the following
privileges and immunities so far as is necessary for the effective exercise of their functions
while present in the territory of a Member State for the discharge of their duties:

(a) immunity from personal arrest or detention and from seizure of their
personal baggage;



(b) in respect of words spoken or written or acts done by them in the
performance of their official functions for the Organization, immunity
from legal process;

(c) the same facilities in respect of currency or exchange restrictions and in
respect of their personal baggage as are accorded to officials of foreign
Governments on temporary official missions;

(d) inviolability for all papers and documents relating to the work on which
they are engaged for the Organization.

2. The Chairman of the Council Deputies shall communicate to the Member States
concerned the names of any experts to whom this Article applies.

Article 22

Privileges and immunities are granted to officials and experts in the interests of the
Organization and not for the personal benefit of the individuals themselves. The Chairman
of the Council Deputies shall have the right and the duty to waive the immunity of any
official or expert in any case where, in his opinion, the immunity would impede the course
of justice and can be waived without prejudice to the interests of the Organization.

Article 23
The provisions of Articles XVIII, XX and XXI above shall not require any State to
grant any of the privileges or immunities referred to therein to any person who is its
national, except:
(a) immunity from legal process in respect of words spoken or written or acts
done by him in the performance of his official functions for the

Organization;

(b) inviolability for all papers and documents relating to the work on which
he is engaged for the Organization;

(c) facilities in respect of currency or exchange restrictions so far as
necessary for the effective exercise of his functions.

PART V. -SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
Article 24
The Council shall make provision for appropriate modes of settlement of:

(a) disputes arising out of contracts or other disputes of a private character
to which the Organization is a party;



(b) disputes involving any official or expert of the Organization to whom Part
IV of this Agreement applies who by reason of his official position enjoys
immunity; if immunity has not been waived in accordance with the
provisions of Article XXII.

PART VI. -SUPPLEMENTARY AGREEMENTS
Article 25

The Council acting on behalf of the Organization may conclude with any Member
State or States supplementary agreements modifying the provisions of the present
Agreement, so far as that State or those States are concerned.

PART VII. -FINAL PROVISIONS
Article 26

1. The present Agreement shall be open for signature by Member States of the
Organization and shall be subject to ratification. Instruments of ratification shall be
deposited with the Government of the United States of America, which will notify all
signatory States of each such deposit.

2. As soon as six signatory States have deposited their instruments of ratification,
the present Agreement shall come into force in respect of those States. It shall come into
force in respect of each other signatory State on the date of the deposit of its instrument of
ratification.

Article 27

The present Agreement may be denounced by any Contracting State by giving
written notification of denunciation to the Government of the United States of America,
which will notify all signatory States of each such notification. The denunciation shall take
effect one year after the receipt of the notification by the Government of the United States
of America.

In witness whereof the undersigned plenipotentiaries have signed the present
Agreement. Done in Ottawa this twentieth day of September, 1951, in French and in
English, both texts being equally authoritative, in a single copy which shall be deposited in
the archives of the Government of the United States of America which will transmit a
certified copy to each of the signatory States.



SPORAZUM O PRAVNOM POLOZAJU ORGANIZACIJE

Drzave potpisnice ovog Sporazuma,

Smatraju¢i da je za obavljanje njihovih zadataka i postizanje njihove svrhe
potrebno da Organizacija Sjevernoatlantskog ugovora, njeno medunarodno osoblje i
predstavnici drZava ¢lanica koji u¢estvuju na njenim sastancima imaju ovim utvrden pravni
polozaj,

Sporazumjele su se kako slijedi:

DIO I
OPSTE

Clan1
U ovom Sporazumu:

(@) .Organizacija” podrazumijeva Organizaciju Sjevernoatlantskog ugovora
koja se sastoji od Savjeta i njegovih pomoc¢nih tijela;

(b) .Savjet” podrazumijeva Savjet uspostavljen na osnovu ¢lana 9
Sjevernoatlantskog ugovora i zamjenike ¢lanova Savjeta;

(c) .pomocna tijela” podrazumijevaju svako tijelo, odbor ili sluzbu
uspostavljenu od strane Savjeta ili po njegovom ovlascenju, osim onih na
koje se, u skladu sa ¢lanom 2, ovaj Sporazum ne primjenjuje;

(d) .predsjedavaju¢i zamjenika c¢lanova Savjeta” ukljuCuje, u njegovoj
odsutnosti, i zamjenika predsjedavajuceg, koji djeluje u njegovo ime.

Clan 2

Ovaj Sporazum se ne primjenjuje na vojne komande uspostavljene na osnovu
Sjevernoatlantskog ugovora, niti na bilo koja druga vojna tijela, osim ako Savjet ne
odluci drugacije.

Clan 3

Organizacija i drzave ¢lanice u svako doba saraduju, kako bi olak3ale djelovanje
pravosuda, osigurale pridrZzavanje propisa koji ureduju rad policije i sprijecile
slutajeve zloupotrebe vezano za imunitete i privilegije utvrdene u ovom Sporazumu.
Ako neka drZava clanica smatra da je doslo do zloupotrebe imuniteta ili privilegija
dodijeljenih ovim Sporazumom, odrZace se konsultacije izmedu te drzave i Organizacije,



ili izmedu odnosnih drZava, kako bi se utvrdilo da li je doslo do bilo kakve zloupotrebe i,
ukoliko jeste, nastojace se da se osigura da se ne dogode ponovni sluéajevi. Uprkos gore
navedenom ili bilo kojim drugim odredbama ovog Sporazuma, drZava ¢lanica koja smatra
da je neko lice zloupotrijebilo svoju privilegiju boravka ili bilo koju drugu privilegiju ili
imunitet koji su joj odobreni na osnovu ovog Sporazuma moZe zatraZiti od tog lica da
napusti njenu teritoriju.

Dio 1l
ORGANIZACI)A

Clan 4

Organizacija ima pravni subjektivitet; ona ima sposobnost da zakljucuje ugovore,
stice i raspolaze pokretnom i nepokretnom imovinom i pokrece sudske postupke.

Clan5

Organizacija, njena imovina i sredstva, bez obzira na to gdje se nalaze i u ¢ijem su
posjedu, uZivaju imunitet od bilo kog pravnog postupka osim ako u pojedinom slucaju
predsjedavajuci zamjenika €lanova Savjeta, u ime Organizacije, izri¢ito ne odobri odricanje
od ovog imuniteta. Podrazumijeva se, medutim, da se odricanje od imuniteta ne proteze
na bilo koju mjeru izvrSenja ili zadrZavanja imovine.

Clan 6

Prostorije Organizacije su nepovredive. Njena imovina i sredstva, bez obzira na to
gdje se nalaze i u ¢ijem su posjedu, uZivaju imunitet od pretresa, rekvizicije, konfiskacije,
eksproprijacije ili bilo kojeg drugog uznemiravanja.

Clan 7

Arhivi Organizacije i svi dokumenti koji joj pripadaju ili koje posjeduje su
nepovredivi, bez obzira na to gdje se nalaze.

Clan 8

1. Bez ogranicavanja finansijskim nadzorima, propisima ili moratorijumima bilo
koje vrste:

(a) Organizacija moZe posjedovati valutu bilo koje vrste i upravljati
racunima u bilo kojoj valuti;

(b) Organizacija moZe slobodno prenositi svoja sredstva iz jedne zemlje u
drugu ili unutar bilo koje zemlje i promijeniti svaku valutu koju
posjeduje u svaku drugu valutu po najpovoljnijem sluzbenom kursu,
radi prodaje ili kupovine, zavisno od slucaja.

2. U ostvarivanju svojih prava na osnovu gornjeg stava 1, Organizacija ¢e voditi
racuna o svim primjedbama bilo koje drzave ¢lanice i uvaziti takve primjedbe u onoj mjeri



u kojoj je to izvodljivo.
Clan 9
Organizacija, njena sredstva, prihodi i ostala imovina su oslobodeni:

(a) od svih neposrednih poreza Organizacija, medutim, neée traZiti
oslobadanje od davanja, poreza ili taksi koje nijesu ni$ta osim naknade za
komunalne usluge;

(b) od svih carina i koli¢inskih ogranitenja na uvoz i izvoz u pogledu
predmeta koje je Organizacija uvezla ili izvezla za svoju sluzbenu
upotrebu; sa predmetima uvezenim na osnovu takvih oslobodenja nece
se raspolagati, bilo prodajom ili poklanjanjem, u zemlji u kojoj su
uvezeni, osim pod uslovima koje odobri vlada te zemlje;

(c) odsvih carinai koli¢inskih ogranienja na uvoz i izvoz svojih izdanja.
Clan 10

lako Organizacija, u nacelu, nete zahtijevati oslobodenje od davanja i poreza
koji ulaze u cijenu pokretne i nepokretne imovine koja se prodaje, ipak ¢e drzave
¢lanice u slucaju kad Organizacija u sluzbene svrhe kupuje imovinu vece vrijednosti u
¢iju su cijenu uracunati ili se mogu uracunati takva davanja ili porezi usvojiti, kad god
je to moguce, prikladne administrativne mjere radi naknade ili povrata iznosa tih
davanja ili poreza.

Clan 11

1. Sluzbena prepiska i ostala sluzbena komunikacija Organizacije ne podlijeZe
cenzuri.

2. Organizacija ima pravo da koristi Sifre i 3alje i prima prepisku putem kurira
ili u zapecacenim valizama, koji imaju iste imunitete i privilegije kao diplomatski kuriri i
valize.

3. Nista u ovom C¢lanu nefe se tumaciti tako da iskljucuje usvajanje

odgovarajucih preventivnih bezbjednosnih mjera, koje ¢e se utvrditi sporazumom
izmedu drZave clanice i Savjeta koji djeluje u ime Organizacije.

PREDSTAVNICI DRZAVA CLANICA

Clan 12

Svako lice koje drzava ¢lanica odredi za svog glavnog stalnog predstavnika pri
Organizaciji na teritoriji druge drzave {lanice, kao i oni ¢lanovi njegovog sluzbenog



osoblja sa boravi§tem na toj teritoriji $to moZe biti dogovoreno izmedu drzave koja ih

je imenovala i

Organizacije te izmedu Organizacije i drZave u kojoj ¢e oni imati

boraviste, uziva imunitete i privilegije koji se odobravaju diplomatskim predstavnicima
i njihovom sluzbenom osoblju odgovarajuceg ranga.

Clan 13

1. Svaki predstavnik drzave €lanice u Savjetu ili u nekom od njegovih pomo¢nih
tijela na koje se ne odnose odredbe ¢lana 12 dok se nalazi na teritoriji druge drzave
¢lanice radi obavljanja njegovih zadataka, uZiva sljedece privilegije i imunitete:

imunitet od pravnog postupka u pogledu izgovorenih ili napisanih rijei
i djela koje on pocini u svom sluzbenom svojstvu;

nepovredivost svih spisa i dokumenata;

pravo na upotrebu $ifri i na primanje i slanje spisa ili prepiske
putem kurira ili u zapecac¢enim valizama;

izuzeée u odnosu na njega samog i njegovog braénog druga od
ograni¢enja useljavanja, prijavljivanja stranaca i vojne obaveze, jednako
onom koje se odobrava diplomatskom osoblju odgovarajuceg ranga;

iste olak3ice u pogledu ogranicenja koja se ti¢u valute ili njene zamjene,
jednake onima koje se odobravaju diplomatskom osoblju odgovarajuceg
ranga;

imunitete i olakSice koje se ti¢u njegovog li¢nog prtljaga, jednake onima
koje se odobravaju diplomatskom osoblju odgovarajuceg ranga;

pravo da bez carine uveze svoj namjeStaj i stvari prilikom prvog
dolaska radi preuzimanja svoje sluzbe u odnosnoj zemlji te, po
zavrsetku njegovih zadataka u toj zemlji, ponovo izveze taj namjestaj i
stvari bez carine, u svakom sludaju u skladu sa uslovima koje vlada
zemlje u kojoj se pravo ostvaruje moZe da smatra potrebnim;

pravo da privremeno uveze bez carine svoje privatno motorno vozilo
za svoju liénu upotrebu, te naknadno ponovo izveze to vozilo bez
carine, u svakom slu¢aju u skladu sa uslovima koje vlada odnosne
zemlje moZe da smatra potrebnim.

2. Kada oporezivanje bilo koje vrste zavisi od boravista, period tokom kojeg
predstavnik na kojeg se ovaj ¢lan primjenjuje boravi na teritoriji drZave ¢lanice radi
obavljanja njegovih duZnosti neée se smatrati periodom boravka. Posebno, on ¢e biti



osloboden od poreza na njegovu sluzbenu zaradu i ostale dohotke tokom trajanja
duZnosti.

3. U smislu ovog ¢lana “predstavnik” obuhvata sve predstavnike, savjetnike i
tehni¢ko osoblje predstavni$tava. Svaka drzava ¢lanica dostavi¢ée drugim odnosnim
drzavama ¢&lanicama, ukoliko to zatraZze, imena svojih predstavnika na koje se
primjenjuje ovaj ¢lan i predvideno trajanje njihovog boravka na teritoriji tih drZava
Clanica.

Clan 14

Sluzbenom administrativnom osoblju koje prati predstavnika drZave C¢lanice
koje nije obuhvadeno €l. 12 ili 13, tokom boravka na teritoriji druge drZave ¢lanice radi
obavljanja njihovih duZnosti, odobriée se privilegije i imuniteti utvrdeni u stavu 1 (b),
(c), (e), (f), (h) i (i) i stavu 2 ¢lana 13.

Clan 15

Privilegije i imuniteti ne odobravaju se predstavnicima drZava ¢lanica i njihovom
osoblju radi njihove li¢ne koristi veé¢ radi obezbjedivanja nezavisnosti u obavljanju
njihovih zadataka u vezi sa Sjevernoatlantskim ugovorom. Prema tome, drzava Clanica
ne samo da ima pravo, nego i duznost da se odrekne imuniteta svojih predstavnika i
¢lanova njihovog osoblja u svakom slu¢aju kad bi, po njenom misljenju, imunitet ometao
izvréenje pravde i kad ga se moZe odre¢i bez Stete za svrhu za koju je odobren.

Clan 16

Odredbe ¢&l. 12 do 14 ne zahtijevaju da bilo koja drzava odobri bilo koje u njima
navedene privilegije ili imunitete bilo kojem licu koje je njen drzavljanin ili bilo kojem
licu kao njenom predstavniku ili kao ¢lanu osoblja tog predstavnika.

DIO IV
MEDUNARODNO OSOBLJE I STRUCNJACI NA ZADATKU ZA ORGANIZACIJU

Clan 17
Kategorije sluzbenih lica Organizacije na koje se primjenjuju ¢l 18 do 20
utvrduju predsjedavajuéi zamjenika ¢lanova Savjeta i svaka od odnosnih drzava

lanica. Predsjedavajuéi zamjenika ¢lanova Savjeta izjavljuje drZzavama Clanicama imena
sluzbenih lica ukljuéenih u te kategorije.

Clan 18
Sluzbena lica organizacije utvrdena na osnovu ¢lana 17:

(a) uZivaju imunitet od pravnog postupka u pogledu izgovorenih ili



napisanih rijeci ili djela koja poéine u njihovom sluzbenom svojstvuiu
okvirima njihovih nadleZnosti;

(b) uZivaju, zajedno sa njihovim braénim drugovima i ¢lanovima njihove
uze porodice koji sa njima borave i koje oni izdrzavaju, imunitet od
ogranienja useljavanja i prijave stranaca jednak onom koji se
odobrava diplomatskom osoblju odgovarajuéeg ranga;

(¢) uZivaju iste olaksice u pogledu ograniCenja koja se ti¢u valute ili njene
zamjene, jednake onim koje se odobravaju diplomatskom osoblju
odgovarajudeg ranga;

(d) uZivaju, zajedno sa njihovim bra¢nim drugovima i ¢lanovima njihove
uze porodice koji sa njima borave i koje oni izdrZavaju, olaksice u
pogledu repatrijacije u vrijeme medunarodnih kriza, jednake onim koje
se odobravaju diplomatskom osoblju odgovarajuceg ranga;

(e) imaju pravo da bez carine uvezu svoj namjestaj i stvari prilikom prvog
dolaska radi preuzimanja njihove sluzbe u odnosnoj zemlji, te, po
zavrSetku njihovih zadataka u toj zemlji, ponovo izvezu taj namjestaj i
stvari bez carine, u svakom slu¢aju u skladu sa uslovima koje vlada
zemlje u kojoj se pravo ostvaruje moZe da smatra potrebnim;

() imaju pravo privremeno da uvezu bez carine njihova litna motorna
vozila za njihovu li¢nu upotrebu, te naknadno ponovo izvezu ta vozila
bez carine, u svakom slu¢aju u skladu sa uslovima koje vlada odnosne
zemlje moZe da smatra potrebnim.

Clan 19

SluZbena lica Organizacije koja su utvrdena na osnovu &lana 17 oslobodena su
oporezivanja zarade i ostalih dohodaka koje im isplacuje Organizacija u njihovom
svojstvu Sluzbenih lica. Svaka drzava ¢lanica moze, medutim, da zakljuéi sporazum sa
Savjetom koji djeluje u ime Organizacije, kojim ¢e drZava ¢lanica da zaposli i dodijeli
Organizaciji svoje drzavljane (osim, ako drzava ¢lanica tako Zeli, drzavljana koji inace
nemaju prebivaliSte na njenoj teritoriji) koji ¢e raditi kao medunarodno osoblje
Organizacije, te ¢e ispladivati zarade i ostale dohotke tim licima iz vlastitih sredstava
prema mjerilima koje sama utvrdi. Tako isplaene zarade i ostale dohotke ta dr¥ava
Clanica moZe oporezivati, ali oslobodeni su oporezivanja od strane bilo koje druge
drZave clanice. Ukoliko neka drzava ¢&lanica zaklju€i takav dogovor, a isti bude
naknadno izmijenjen ili okonéan, driave ¢lanice vise neée biti vezane odredbom prve
reenice ovog ¢lana u pogledu oslobodenja od oporezivanja zarada i dohodaka koje
isplacuju njihovim drZavljanima.

Clan 20

Pored imuniteta i privilegija predvidenih ¢. 18 i 19, izvr$nom sekretaru
Organizacije i koordinatoru Sjevernoatlantske odbrambene proizvodnje, i drugim stalnim



sluzbenim licima slinog ranga kako moze biti utvrdeno izmedu predsjedavajuéeg
zamjenika Clanova Savjeta i vlada drzava ¢lanica, odobravaju se privilegije i imuniteti
koji se uobi¢ajeno odobravaju diplomatskim predstavnicima odgovarajuéeg ranga.

Clan 21

I. Stru¢njacima (razli¢itim od sluzbenih lica obuhvaéenih &l. od 18 do 20) koji
obavljaju zadatke u ime Organizacije za nesmetano obavljanje njihovih duZnosti za
vrijeme dok se nalaze na teritoriji drzave &lanice odobravaju se sljedece privilegije i
imuniteti u mjeri u kojoj su potrebni:

(a) imunitet od hap3enja i pritvaranja te od zapljene njihovog li¢nog prtljaga;

(b) imunitet od pravnog postupka u pogledu izgovorenih ili napisanih
rijeci ili djela koja potine u obavljanju njihovih sluzbenih zadataka za
Organizaciju;

(c) iste olakSice u pogledu ograni¢enja koja se ti¢u valute ili njene
zamjene i u pogledu njihovog litnog prtljaga, koje se odobravaju
predstavnicima stranih vlada na privremenim sluzbenim misijama;

(d) nepovredivost svih spisa i dokumenata koji se odnose na posao koji
oni obavljaju za Organizaciju.

2. Predsjedavajuéi zamjenika ¢lanova Savjeta notifikovaée odnosnim dr¥avama
Clanicama imena svih stru¢njaka na koje se primjenjuje ovaj ¢lan.

Clan 22

Privilegije i imuniteti odobravaju se sluZbenim licima i struénjacima u interesu
Organizacije, a ne radi njihove li¢ne koristi. Predsjedavaju¢i zamjenika ¢lanova Savjeta
ima pravo i duZnost da se odrekne imuniteta svakog Sluzbenog lica ili struénjaka u
svakom slucaju kad bi, po njegovom misljenju, imunitet ometao izvrSenje pravde i kad
ga se moZze odre(i bez Stete po interese Organizacije.

Clan 23

Odredbe gornjih ¢l. 18, 20 i 21 ne zahtijevaju da bilo koja drzava odobri bilo koju
od privilegija ili imuniteta u njima navedenih bilo kom licu koje je njen drzavljanin, osim:

(a) imuniteta od pravnog postupka u pogledu izgovorenih ili napisanih
rijeci ili djela koje ono poéini u obavljanju njegovih sluzbenih zadataka
za Organizaciju;

(b) nepovredivost svih spisa i dokumenata koji se odnose na rad koji ono
obavlja za Organizaciju;



(¢) olaksice u pogledu ogranigenja koja se ti¢u valute ili njene zamjene u
mjeri u kojoj su potrebne za nesmetano obavljanje njegovih zadataka.

DIOV
RJESAVANJE SPOROVA

Clan 24
Savjet ¢e propisati nafine rje3avanja:

(a) sporova koji proizlaze iz ugovora ili drugih sporova privatnog
karaktera u kojima je Organizacija Strana;

(b) sporova u koje je ukljueno bilo koje sluzbeno lice ili stru¢njak
Organizacije na kojeg se primjenjuje Dio IV ovog Sporazuma koji s
obzirom na njegov sluzbeni poloZaj uZiva imunitet, ako nije doglo do
odricanja od imuniteta u skladu sa odredbama ¢lana 22.

DIO VI
DODATNI SPORAZUMI

Clan 25

Savjet djeluju¢i u ime Organizacije moZe da zaklju¢i sa bilo kojom drzavom
¢lanicom ili drZzavama dodatne sporazume kojima se mijenjaju odredbe ovog Sporazuma,
u mjeri u kojoj se odnose na tu ili te drzave.

DIO VII
ZAVRSNE ODREDBE

Clan 26

I. Ovaj Sporazum je otvoren za potpisivanje drzavama &lanicama Organizacije i
podlijeZe potvrdivanju. Instrumenti o potvrdivanju deponuju se kod Vlade Sjedinjenih
Ameri¢kih DrZava koja obavjeStava sve drzave potpisnice o svakom takvom
deponovanju.

2. Cim $est drzava potpisnica poloZi svoje instrumente o potvrdivanju, ovaj
Sporazum stupa na snagu u odnosu na te drzave. U odnosu na svaku drugu drzavu
potpisnicu, on stupa na snagu datumom deponovanja njenog instrumenta o potvrdivanju.

Clan 27

Svaka drzava ugovornica moZe otkazati ovaj Sporazum uz pisano obavjestenje



o0 otkazu Vladi Sjedinjenih Ameri¢kih Drzava, koja ¢e obavijestiti sve drzave potpisnice
o takvom obavjeStenju. Otkaz stupa na snagu godinu dana nakon $to Vlada
Sjedinjenih Ameri¢kih Drzava primi obavjestenje.

U potvrdu toga su potpisani punomoénici potpisali ovaj Sporazum.

Salinjeno u Otavi dvadesetog septembra 1951. godine, na francuskom i
engleskom jeziku, pri ¢emu su oba teksta jednako vjerodostojna, u jednom primjerku
koji ¢e biti deponovan u arhivu Vlade Sjedinjenih Americkih DrZava, koja ée ovjerenu
kopiju dostaviti svakoj od drzava potpisnica.
