NATO Agencija za komunikacije i informacije (NCIA) dostavila je
predloge ugovora o licencama kojima se odobrava besplatno koris¢enje
softvera u vlasnistvu NATO, a cijim potpisivanjem bi se omogucdila njihova
upotreba u okviru Ministarstva odbrane i Vojske Crne Gore. Takode, sve
¢lanice Alijanse su potpisnice ovih ugovora.

S tim u vezi, prvi predlog ugovora o licencama, u vezi sa distribucijom
NATO softvera, obuhvata listu od 30 softvera namijenjenih za podrsku
logistici, mornarici, obavjestajnim aktivnostima, pracenju i planiranju
operacija, taktickim komunikacijama i ostalom.

Drugi predlog ugovora o licencama, u vezi sa distribucijomm NATO
softvera, odnosi se na nova softverska rjeSenja, koja ce zamijeniti
postojeéa iz liste softvera u prethodno navedenom ugovoru, a koja su
dostigla kraj svog Zivotnog ciklusa i viSe nece biti podrzana od strane NCIA.

Osim toga, treéi predlog ugovora o licencama, kojim se odobrava
koriS¢enje softvera u vlasnistvu NATO, ukljuc¢uje moguénost koriSéenja
softvera za integrisano komandovanje i kontrolu (ICC) i informacionog
sistema za vazduhoplovno komandovanje i kontrolu (AirC2IS), koji su od
znacaja za funkcionisanje Vazduhoplovno operativhog centra Vojske Crne
Gore, te su direktno povezani sa NATO sistemima kroz zasticenu NATO
komunikacionu mrezu (NSWAN).

Potpisivanjem predmetnih ugovora o licencama, kojima se odobrava
koriS¢enje softvera u vlasnistvu NATO, imali bi na raspolaganju veé
razvijena softverska rjeSenja koja bi nam bila od koristi, posebno imajuci u
vidu Cinjenicu da smo, u skladu sa partnerskim ciljevima, u obavezi da
dodatno razvijemo mrezu i sisteme koji ¢e biti interkonektovani sa NATO
sistemima i na taj nacin omoguditi adekvatnu mogucénost za razmjenu
podataka sa NATO centralom i saveznicima. Usluge pruzanja podrske pri
upotrebi navedenih softvera od strane NCIA nisu obuhvacene ovim
ugovorima o licencama, ve¢ mogu biti predmet posebnog sporazuma.

ARTICLE 1 - SCOPE

1.1 NCI Agency hereby grants to the Licensee and the latter hereby accepts, subject to the
terms and conditions of this License Agreement, a non-exclusive, non-transferable, free
of charge license to the following NATO software and associated documentation for the
purposes set out in Sections 1.4 and 1.6 below:

1.2 The above mentioned Software is hereinafter referred to as the “NATO software”.
