The objective of the project adopts an integrated approach through three main components (i) strengthen institutional capacity for solid waste management, (ii) improve the performance of solid waste services in selected municipalities, and (iii) enhance environmental conditions at targeted waste disposal site.
The Ministry of Ecology, Sustainable Development and Northern Region Development (MESDNRD) need the technical services of the Environmental Expert which will support the MESDNRD and will serve as a key member of the PIU and support the Ministry of Ecology, Spatial Development and Nature and Resources Development (MESDNRD) in preparing and implementing key Environmental and Social Framework (ESF) instruments required under the World Bank’s Environmental and Social Standards for the investment project, as defined in the Environmental and Social Commitment Plan prepared for the Project, and the project-specific due diligence documentation. The Environmental Specialist will provide regular E&S management reports for each individual activity, and will provide a summary overview to be part of the regular progress reports for the overall project.
The ‘’MESDNRD’’ through the Technical Service Unit, now invites eligible individual consultants (“Consultants”) to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that have required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services. Individual consultants may be offered through the firms or other organizations, but the only qualifications of the individual consultant will be the basis of selection. · A specialist with an extensive knowledge of and acquired experience in environmental monitoring and protection. 
· Good understanding of Montenegro’s environmental legislation, permitting procedures, and relevant institutional frameworks.
· Experience acquired in World Bank Projects or similar projects of other international organizations would be of preference.  
· Previous experience with national/local authorities dealing with environmental protection or waste management is desirable. 
· Fluent spoken and written Montenegrin and English. 
· Computer literacy.

The consultancy is expected to start in July 2026 and continue up to the project's implementation (end of February 2031), including a probation period of three months.
