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INVITATION FOR TENDERS

Civil Works of Tunnel Construction and Road Reconstruction on Lubnice – Jezerine road section, km 10+321.910 – km 24+757.540

This Invitation for Tenders follows the General Procurement Notice for this project which was published on the EBRD website, Procurement Notices (www.ebrd.com) on 03 March 2015.

Ministry of Transport and Maritime Affairs of Montenegro, hereinafter referred to as “the Employer”, intends using part of the proceeds of a loan from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (the Bank) towards the cost of Local Roads Reconstruction and Upgrade Project.
The Employer now invites sealed tenders from contractors for the following contract to be funded from part of the proceeds of the loan:

Works of Tunnel Construction and Road Reconstruction, under one lot, on following locations:

1) Location Lubnice-Jelovica from km 10+321.910 to km 16+915.646 (overall length 6.60 km), works on: road, supported walls and geotechnical constructions and bridge|culvert.

2) Location Jelovica from km 16+915.646 to km 19+933.339 (overall length 3.02 km), works on: road, supported walls and geotechnical construction and bridge|culvert

3) Location Klisura from km 19+933.339 to km 23+803.700 (overall length 3.87 km), works on: road, bridge|culvert, bridge (Bridge Jezerine) and tunnel.

4) Location Jezerine from km 23+803.700 to km 24+757.540 (overall length 0.95 km), works on: road, supported walls and geotechnical constructions.

Completion time for all works under the contract is 36 months.

Tendering for contracts to be financed with the proceeds of a loan from the Bank is open to firms from any country.

To be qualified for the award of a contract, tenderers must satisfy the following minimum criteria:

1. General Experience

The Tenderer shall meet the following criteria:

(a) The Tenderer shall have an average annual turnover as prime contractor over the last five years (2011-2015) of not less than EUR 35 million equivalent.
The Tenderer shall have experience under contracts in the role of contractor or management contractor for the last five (5) years (2011-2015) prior to the tender submission deadline and with activity in at least nine (9) months in each year.  

The Tenderer shall demonstrate that it has successful experience as prime contractor in the execution of at least two (2) contracts of magnitude not less than the equivalent of 25 million EUR of nature and complexity comparable to the proposed contract within the last five years (2011-2015). 

The Tenderer shall demonstrate that it has successful experience as prime contractor in the execution of at least two similar contracts of construction or reconstruction of a road of at least 5 km total length, at least one similar tunnel construction of at least 2 km length using NATM (the tunnel shall be located under similar geographical conditions - elevated location with prevalent sloping, uneven terrain, or similar constructions) and at least two similar bridges construction of at least 100 m length under one or more contracts (the bridge shall be with similar geographical conditions - elevated location with prevalent sloping, uneven terrain, or similar constructions).  Each partner shall demonstrate experience in at least one of the types of contract. Lead partner must meet criteria for at least one similar contract either construction of a road of at least 5 km total length or NATM tunnel construction of at least 2 km length.
In addition, the following specific operations and works experience shall be demonstrated, and values shall be at least equal to:


Production rates in one year (can be added up from multiple contracts):

Execution of earth works
200 000 m3

Execution of asphalt pavements 25,000 tons

2. Personnel Capabilities

The Tenderer shall provide suitably qualified personnel as detailed in the tender documents.

3. Equipment Capabilities

The tenderer shall own, or have assured access to (through hire, lease, purchase agreement, availability of manufacturing equipment, or other means), of the key items of equipment as detailed in the tender documents.

4. Financial Position

The Tenderer shall demonstrate that it has access to, or has available, liquid assets, unencumbered real assets, lines of credit, and other financial means sufficient to meet the construction cash flow for the contract for a period of four months, estimated as not less than EUR 5 million equivalent, taking into account the applicant's commitments for other contracts.
The audited balance sheets for the last five years (2010-2014) shall be submitted and must demonstrate the soundness of the Tenderer’s financial position, showing long-term profitability.  Where necessary, the Employer will make inquiries with the Tenderer's bankers. Based upon known commitments, the tenderers shall also provide a summary of the projected assets and liabilities for the next 2 years, i.e. 2015 and 2016, expressed in its equivalent of EUR converted based on the exchange rate as of the date of publication of the Invitation for Tenders, as set by Central bank of Montenegro, unless the withholding of such information is justified by the tenderer to the satisfaction of the Client
5. Litigation History

The Tenderer shall provide accurate information on any current or past litigation or arbitration resulting from contracts completed or under execution by him over the last five years. A consistent history of awards against the Tenderer or any partner of a joint venture may result in failure of the application.

JVCA (Joint Venture, Consortium or Association) must satisfy collectively the above criteria, for which purpose the relevant figures for each of the partners shall be added to arrive at the joint venture's total capacity. At the same time each partner shall meet not less than thirty (30) percent of the criteria for the experience and financial resources, while the lead partner shall meet not less than seventy (70) percent of them.
